Pre-Nursing – AS -  This is our most popular Associate of Science degree for students interested in transferring 
to a BSN program, including public and private schools.  The elective courses in the degree are highly 
customizable to fulfill requirements for admission to the school of nursing of your choice. We recommend that 
you review the programmatic requirements for the nursing school you plan to attend before beginning 
coursework in this degree and make your course selections accordingly. 
 
Students interested in applying to the Nursing AAS program at Vol State should also declare this program of 
study while taking courses in preparation for application to that program. 
 
Pre- Nursing – AS [Belmont Partnership] – This Associate of Science degree is intended for students planning 
to transfer to Belmont University’s School of Nursing in Nashville, TN.

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3. Will the pre-nursing classes I take at VSCC transfer to other colleges? 
 
Yes, required courses for admission to nursing schools will transfer to other public institutions or those private 
institutions with VSCC partnerships (Belmont, Cumberland, and Union, see above). For transfer of courses to 
institutions that do not have specific VSCC arrangements, it is up to the receiving institution to make the 
determination. In such cases, it is generally wise to review the receiving institution’s curriculum and/or to 
discuss the transfer with an advisor at that institution to ensure a seamless transition. It is important to get all 
agreements documented in writing just in case there are questions later.
